From Charles de Gaulle Airport (CDG):
The CEA site, and any hotels in that area, are about a 90-minute drive from CDG, making this an expensive cab ride. Instead, we recommend the train:
· At CDG, board the RER B train and take this to the Massy Palaiseau stop (point A in map below). This stop is about 800 meters (half a mile) from the Novotel Massy Palaiseau hotel (point B), where some attendees are staying. Cabs are available at the station.
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TRANSPORTATION TO THE MEETING

· A charter bus will stop at the Novotel Massy Palaiseau Hotel on October 3 at 11am for the 12pm meeting, then will stop at the Massy Palaiseau train station to see if anyone's there to pick up. The charter bus will return people to either of these two stops at the end of the day.
· The charter bus will stop at the Novotel Massy Palaiseau Hotel on October 4 at 7:30am for the 8:30am meeting, then will stop at Massy Palaiseau train station to see if anyone's there to pick up.
· For anyone arriving at Massy Palaiseau train station at a different time, cabs are available there but attendee will need to tell cab which of the multiple CEA sites to drive to. It is the CEA site at Bruyeres-le-Chatel. 
· DIRECTIONS FOR CAB: Take the D97 road in direction of Limours. At the roundabout, continue straight 2km and turn left on D116 towards Bruyères le Châtel, You will then follow the signs directing you toward Ter@Tec.
